Learning outcomes of the course unit: 
By completing the course student broadens not just general vocabulary but also lexicon for 
academic and professional reasons. She/he is able to understand the lecture, choose the 
important information and differentiate them from unimportant ones, write them down and 
prepare a short abstract and resume of scientific text.  
After completion of course student is able to conduct a conversation about social and academic 
life , he/she gains intercultural competence and is ready to manage in better way the mobility 
and study at universities in countries of the EU or during Praxis within Erasmus program.

8. Cultural barriers in communication between different cultures.. Work in goups, presentation of 
cases.
9. Political system and organization of public administration in the EU with orientation on 
country of selected language. 
10. Autonomous communities in given country. Work with Internet, searching of information.
11. Marketing and cultural differences. Discuss groups. Preparation of short promotional spots 
of social character in small groups. 
12. Presentations of  promotional spots
